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Unexplained Phenomena--stories featuring UFOs, pyramid power, paranormal
abilities, telekinesis, ESP, and other psychic possibilities and how those talents
affect humans.

Self-Knowledge--stories-emphasizing the ability to know and accept our
humanity. May include situations challenging gender |den1'mes or other
preconceived notions.

The Individual versus Society--tales where the society has certain guidelines
for compatible living, but situations occur that the rules don't cover. A strong
individual accomplishes daring feats, and sometimes ’rhls requires breaking the
rules.

People in Time or Space--stories involving humans traveling in time or space.
Situations include the beings humans encounter, and how the humans reacf to
the unfamiliar surroundings. ' - - |
Humans and Technology--stories descmbmg how humans interact with
computers, nanotechnology, bioengineering, virtual reality, artificial
intelligences, or other parts of a technologically driven society. These stories
often question the concept of what it means to be human.



These are subjects, or motifs, common to Science Fiction stories, not fully-formed themes.
