2.  Ten minute quiet prep period for all students.  You may bring one hand written 3x5 note card for each topic on the list to help you stay organized.
3.  Each student will have seven minutes to respond to the chosen topic, and then a three minute period to field questions from students and or the teacher regarding the response to the topic.  Adherence to time frames will have an impact upon grades.
4.  Each student will complete a peer evaluation form for each presentation given except their own.
5.  Weight is as follows:  60% response, 40% ability to field questions.
