Studio Graphics is an advanced elective class dedicated to visual design and printmaking.  In this class you will be exposed to a variety of printing processes, solve visual problems, and learn about the history of graphic design.

Projects and topics that we will discuss this year include:  Creative problem solving, illustration of an idea or theme.  Creating a visual experience that portrays a message, poster and package design and working with the elements and principles of design.

Printmaking processes include; linoleum cut, dry point etching, woodcut, silk screen, mono printing, collagraph, Xerox transfer.

As a student in this class you are expected to:
· Arrive to class on time.

· Be prepared for class with all necessary tools for the current project.  A pencil and a sketchbook are required every day.  

· Be responsible for the care and maintenance of all equipment, tools and the classroom as a whole.

· Complete all class assignments as well as homework on time.  Lateness will be penalized. (Absence or special circumstances will be discussed on an individual basis with me.)

· Use class time to its fullest extent, as well as participate in discussions and critiques.

· Make use of library and classroom resources in conjunction with various projects.

Grades:

Your grade for this class will be based on participation, creativity, class work, effort, neatness, and the overall quality of your work.  See attached rubric.
You will be expected to hand in a portfolio at the end of each quarter.  You will be given a cover sheet, which will list all work that is due.  This means that you will need to be responsible for all of your work throughout the quarter.

Materials and Supplies:
Printmaking is an equipment intensive discipline.  So it is important that everyone be responsible for the care and maintenance of all equipment. 
Homework/ Open Studio:

There is a standing homework assignment to make sure you are up to date on your work.  If you are absent or fall behind, you should use open studio hours to catch up.  Tuesdays after school (until 4:00).
