Project Choices
 MOVIE REVIEW:  (done by yourself)

** Imagine you are writing a review for the local paper.   You need to be able to give a brief summary of the plot, list 3-5 good things about the movie and 3-5 negative things about the movie as you see it.  You need to be able to give it a rating on a 1-5 star scale and your recommendation of who you feel should see the movie AND WHY they should see it.  You are also to include a brief summary/biography on 3 characters from the movie.  This should be about 4 paragraphs in the following fashion.  Use your movie sheets!
Para 1 =  brief summary of movie  (citing at least 2 specific events that have happened in the movie)
Para 2 = 3-5 positive and negative things about movie (and explanation of your opinion.)
Para 3 = Star rating and recommendation of viewing audience

Para 4 = brief “Bio” on 3 characters of the movie 
MINI_MOVIE: (done by yourself or 1 other person)

** You are to create a mini-movie that illustrates the key points and themes that played out throughout the movie.   I suggest that you key in on 20-25 events/points that occurred in the movie.  Your movie needs to be in chronological order of how it happened.  The time frame of your movie needs to be within 90-120 seconds (1.5-2 mins. long).  Keep in mind--- you are educating your audience on what happened.  Pretend your audience knows nothing about the movie or the actual events as they happened.  Use your movie sheets!  

**You are also required to provide a typed version of your chronological order of events.  You need to do this in case your movie does not show for whatever technical difficulty reason.  
TIMELINE:  (done by yourself or 1 other person)
** Pick 20-25 points in the movie to highlight and inform your audience of the sequence of events.  Make sure you start at the beginning of the movie and end at the end of the movie for the story.  Tell the fact/event just as it happened and be specific.   Keep in mind--- you are educating your audience on what happened.  Pretend your audience knows nothing about the movie or the actual events as they happened.  Use your movie sheets!  

CHILDREN’S BOOK:   (can be done with 1 other partner)
****You are to create a children’s book that tells the story about the discovery of HIV.  Have your target audience be 4th graders; 9-10 year olds.  Remember--- sexual content (behaviors, fluids, etc.)  SHOULD NOT be the focus of the book.   It is a children’s book.  Be sure to include pictures and brief statements.   I would recommend talking about specific doctors and the controversy with the French Institute.  I would mention how the public reacted to the all the news about AIDS; what President Reagan and his administration did, etc.  Use your movie sheets!   

*Your book should be at least 20 pages long.   
*It should have a front and back cover—not to be included in the 20 count.  
*For a 20 page book—5 picture pages should be in it to help explain the story.
