• Limited details 
• Strong voice

• Lacks focus on a “small moment” 
• Excellent command of conventions 

 
Exemplar # 4 – 3- (3-3-3-3-2) 

• Limited development and details 
• Errors in conventions 

 
Exemplar # 5 – 3- (3-3-3-3-2) 

• Some use of transitions 
• Focused 
• Errors in conventions 

 
Exemplar # 6 – 3- (3-3-3-3-2) 

• Weak introduction 
• Strong description of events 
• Errors in conventions

 Exemplar # 7 – 2 (2-2-2-2-2) 

• Lacks focus on a “small moment” 
• A list rather than a narrative 
• Errors do not interfere with understanding

 Exemplar # 8 – 1 (1-1-1-1-1) 

• Does not address task 
• Ideas are not connected
