We have learned that one of our staff members has tested positive for COVID-19.

This individual was last present at Lenape Elementary School on September 23. At the time, the
individual was free of any symptoms and wearing a mask as per the District protocol, and social
distancing standards were followed. Our attendance logs also indicate the individual had very
minimal contact with others.

The facility has already undergone extensive cleaning per our current heightened cleaning
protocols. Given this discovery, however, additional care will be given to further ensure these
locations have been thoroughly sanitized.

The Ulster County Department of Health (UCDOH) was notified and will handle any contact
tracing necessary. UCDOH will contact you directly should it be determined that you had any
risk of exposure.
