BIOLOGY

This week in Biology class, students have been learning about the

characteristics of living organisms. Previously, students had observed the
characteristics of life in earthworms. Since yeast doesn't move around like
earthworms it is less obvious that it is a living organism. Students collected
data to provide evidence that yeast consumes glucose and produces carbon
dioxide as a waste product just like humans! Students used balloons to
capture carbon dioxide that was released and found that the balloon would
only inflate if the yeast is provided with sugar. Students then applied this
understanding to explain the utility of yeast in bread baking and ran other

experiments to verify that yeast is indeed alive. -Mr. Esposito
